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USBC Adult Basic membership FAQ

Several questions have been asked about the new USBC
Adult Basic membership. The following are among the ques-
tions most frequently asked:

I already have a USBC Adult Standard membership,
and | want to bowl in a short-season league. Do |
also have to buy the USBC Adult Basic membership
to bowl in the league?

No. If your USBC Adult Standard membership is current, you
would not need to purchase another membership. Also, you
would be eligible for honor score awards earned in the league.

What if | purchase a USBC Adult Basic membership
and later decide I want the USBC Adult Standard
membership?

You can upgrade to the USBC Adult Standard membership
through your league secretary by paying the cost difference
between the USBC Standard and USBC Basic memberships.

Do | get a membership card in the mail with my
USBC Adult Basic membership?

No. You will be able to go onto BOWL.com and print a mem-
bership card.

If 1 bowl a 300 game or 800 series, will I get an
award?

No. Your achievement will be recognized and recorded as
official by USBC, but no award such as a ring or plaque is
provided. You will have the opportunity to purchase an
award at keepsakebowling.com.

Fall leagues are starting, and for
some have already begun. Again |
ask: Where did my summer go?

Summer 2014: Reminder that
summer league averages are now
due at the association office.

Fall 2014: 1 hope you attended
your league organizational meet-
ing because it is your best chance to
adopt league rules to correct situa-
tions that caused problems last sea-
son. League rules may be changed
prior to the start of the schedule by
a majority vote. However, once the
league begins, changes to the rules
or approved prize list require writ-
ten consent of every team captain
or designated representative. As a
reminder, vacancies in office shall
be filled by the board (officers and
team captains) of directors.

President: Must verify (do the
math to determine if the funds on
deposit are believable) the league’s
funds monthly; appoint an audit
committee and conduct at least
one audit no later than one month
before prizes are due to be distrib-
uted; and have a committee pro-
duce and get approved a prize list
by the fifth week of bowling.

Secretary: Have every member
fill out a membership application
and collect appropriate fees; sub-
mit the league application and
cards to the association office
within 30 days from the start of
the league schedule; and submit
awards to the association office
within 20 days. As a reminder,
we cannot process awards until
your league has been processed, so

please submit the league applica-
tion and worksheet promptly. In
addition, review the league roster
upon receipt to ensure all of your
league members are correctly list-
ed.

Sanction fees: Still $21 for stan-
dard membership; $11 for state
and local ($10 for local only); mem-
bership is good through Summer
2015. Basic membership is only
good for one league.

Awards: Honor score (300, 800,
900) awards are now a lifetime
achievement in standard leagues.
NCAUSBCA has developed a local
awards program for this season,
including summer. The old awards
(magnets and key tags) will be
awarded as long as supplies last.
They will be a little tougher to earn
this season, so good luck. Award
forms as well as many other forms
can be found in the “Secretary’s
Corner” on the association Web
site at ncausbca.org.

For the 2012-2013 season, he served as Head Official,
Division Il for NCAA Women’s Bowling at Howard Uni-
versity.

On the lanes, Eddie, has recorded 15 perfect games and
two 800 series. As a 16-year PBA Senior member, he made
six “Top 16” match play finals, including a third-place fin-
ish in the 2007 PBA East Region Fort Meade Senior Open.
His tournament titles include the 1982 Virginia State
Scratch and Handicap Doubles (with future NCAUSBCA
Hall of Famer Donny Carr) and the 1986 NCABA (Nation’s
Capital Area Bowling Association) Scratch Singles. He also
has a third-place Singles finish in the Bill Rhodman Tour-
nament in Delaware.

Even though Eddie has suffered three knee operations
in the past seven years, he continues to enjoy the sport he
loves by bowling in two leagues.

Eddie Blocker Jr., is an accomplished bowler with a
wealth of knowledge that he enjoys sharing, especially
with the youth. A special spot has been reserved for him in
the NCAUSBCA Hall of Fame.

David Kneas has enjoyed
local success in competition
at Crofton Bowling Centre
and The Lanes Fort Meade,
where he was one of the first
bowlers in this area ever to
average over 200 in a Sport
Bowling league.

ErnestW. Spriggs, anative
Washingtonian and mort-
gage professional for over 20
years, began his love for the
sport of bowling in the early
1970s. The Spriggs bowled
as a family at Parkland Bowl,
when the center consisted of
duckpins and tenpins. With
the positive reinforcement by
his Mom, Dorothy Spriggs,
an avid bowler herself, bowl-
ing became Ernest’s passion.

He began his bowling career in the junior program at
Parkland and became a full-time adult association mem-
ber in 1983 after graduating from college. He also has been
amember of TNBA (The National Bowling Association) for
over 20 years.

Ernest has competed in the sport at a very high level for
many years and has averaged in the 220s for the past 15
years. He is well respected in the bowling community and
always exemplifies a professional attitude and demeanor.

George Yarborough start-
ed bowling in 1981 with the
Mount Zion Rollers at Rin-
aldi's Riverdale Bowl. He
bowled in several leagues
over many years, starting
with a low average of 134 and
ending his bowling career
with an average of 161. A lot

career, he became deeply in-

Q. My tendency is to squeeze the
ball to hang on. | know | should
not do this, but the ball feels like
I am going to drop it. What do |
need to do to stop this problem?

A. Squeezing the ball to hang on
causes many problems in the game
of bowling—loss of accuracy due to
an inconsistent release point, loss
of carry, and under-/overreaction
are just a few.

First, go see your pro shop and
make sure your fit is still proper.
The hand goes through changes
over time, so something might
have changed. Make sure the span

How to stop squeezing the ball;
prepping for 2014-2015

is still correct and that the thumb
hole is not too loose.

If you have never used tape in
the thumb hole, ask your drilling
professional to teach you the art
of taping the thumb hole to keep
up with the natural changes in the
size of your thumb.

Any one or all of these things give
you the feel of dropping the ball.

If after these things are checked,
your fit is fine, then you are just
trying to control your hold of the
ball. This is not a good thing: You
are then subject to all of the symp-
toms of a bad fit.

I think all of us bowlers squeeze
the ball sometimes, especially

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when we are trying too hard to
make a good shot. My trick for this
is to set up and squeeze the ball
purposely before beginning my ap-
proach. Do a hard squeeze, then
relax and begin approach.

Most of the time doing this keeps
you from squeezing the ball during
your approach. Your accuracy and
pin carry will go up.

Q. What do you do to get ready
for the new season?

A. First, 1 hope you didn't quit
all summer. I bowl in one summer
league just to keep some rhythm.

Then | go to the pro shop and
check my equipment, have them
clean it up and resurface if needed,
and have them check my arsenal to
make sure | have all my bases cov-
ered for the upcoming season.

I get a new ball if I need one to fill
out my arsenal.

Then | start practicing at least
once a week—twice a week is better
to regain muscle memory and also
to regain confidence in my timing.
This helps especially with shooting
spares.

You don't have to spend hours
practicing. If your league is three
games, then bowl three games. If it
is four games, then do four games.
This gets you back in your normal
bowling mode.

Mar District Junior Bowling Association as a Coach Director. In 1989-1991, he
served as the organization’s Sergeant-at-Arms, after which he served as Youth
Director for the Silver Hill Strikers League.

His Vir-Mar District officer roles continued as he was elected Third Vice
President (1991-1995), then First Vice President (1995-1999), and finally Presi-
dent (1999-2001).

George’s tireless contributions to youth bowling also include his longtime as-
sistance with the prestigious annual Youth Invitational Scratch Singles Tourna-
ment. His heartfelt involvement with youth bowlers stemmed not only to bowl-
ing but to their personal lives as well. He opened the doors for many bowlers
who were unaware of educational and other opportunities that came from the
game of bowling.

As noted earlier, George also was active with the adult association: He was a
Director for the Nation’s Capital Area Bowling Association (NCABA) from 1990
until 1994, during which time he served on the BVL, Program Evaluation, and
Tournament Site Selection committees and also was Legislative Chairman until
1994 when he became Fifth Vice President. For the next five seasons, he held
each of the vice presidential posts and then was elected NCABA president for
the 1999-2000 season.

George Yarborough's positive attitude, commitment, and successes in the
sport of bowling, especially with our youth bowlers, have earned him an hon-
ored place in the NCAUSBCA Hall of Fame.
