heat environment. | know it’s a
pain, but if you would not like to be
stuck outside in the weather, nei-
ther does your bowling equipment.
And just think how much happier
you will be when you put on your
bowling shoes next outing—your
feet won't be frostbitten.

Q. I store some of my bowling
balls in my garage. Lately, | went
to get one, and it has a crack all
the way around the ball. What do
you think is going on?

A\. This is my annual question—
every year at this time this comes
up. Bowling balls do not like big
changes in temperature, and this
time of the year, we see pretty big
temperature changes all over the
country. We are going into winter,
and cold weather is no better for
our equipment than too much heat.

Best thing to do now is keep
them indoors in a more controlled

Also point
out how much better their own
game might become if they con-
centrated on their game instead of
the worldwide net. Remind them
the net will still be there after our
2% hours of bowling, and they can
catch up then. This has become a
bigger problem over the past three
or four years with the wide use of
social media.

Many people I bowl with have
expressed versions of your ques-
tion to me, but | have not seen any-
thing written about it. So thank
you for your question. This needs
to be brought up more in league
meetings to keep it from becoming
a bigger problem.
