CINCINNATI — A dozen competitors, including one
NCAUSBCA member, earned titles at the 2024 United
States Bowling Congress Senior Championships,
which concluded August 1 at Western Bowl Strike
and Spare.

The top six bowlers across two divisions — Open
and Women’s — in six age-based classifications —
50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 65-69, 70-74, 75 and older,
rolled their final round of three games to decide who
walked away with championship trophies.

The national event featured men’s and women’s
bowlers age 50 and older who qualified through ei-
ther a state or province (Canada) senior tournament.

Qualifying scores from the first six games of com-
petition were not carried over to the championship
rounds, but bonus pins were awarded to each player
based on his or her qualifying position. The top qual-
ifier in each classification received 50 bonus pins,
while the second seed received 40. Bonus pins de-
creased by 10 pins for each spot, with the sixth qual-
ifier receiving zero bonus pins. The bowlers author-
ing the highest three-game totals on the final day,
including handicap and bonus pins, earned titles.

If you plan to bowl
the 2024-2025 season, you
will need to purchase a new
membership, the cost of which
will be $28.00. Yes, the cost of
a local membership is now
$12.00. By the way, this is the

first local dues increase in 13
years. Please make sure your
secretary submits your sum-
mer league average as soon
as the league ends. Some
tournaments are now using
the season’s average, and
that includes summer.

Please make it a point to
attend your league organi-
zation meeting; this will
most likely be the only
chance you will have to fix
problems with your rules.
Once the first ball is rolled, it
will be almost impossible to
correct problems. Those who
show up at that first meeting
get to make the rules for ev-
erybody else.

The NCAUSBCA awards
program has been revamped
based on suggestions from
those who attended our An-
nual Membership Meeting
held in February. There is
something in this program
for all bowlers at all skill lev-
els. Secretaries, please up-
date your BLS software pro-
gram with the new require-
ments.

Around 2007 or 2008, I bowled in the Dale City Junior/Majors youth league. My
coach, “Coach Mac,” noticed that I would get frustrated and this would mess

up my game.

“You only have two seconds to be upset about a frame, two minutes to be upset
about a game, and two hours to be upset about your set,” he told me.

His words helped me tremendously with my mental game and my ability to fo-
cus. Without getting frustrated all the time, it helps with keeping a clear mind.
Keeping a clear mind creates better understanding of what is happening on the

lane and what adjustments that need to be made.

Today, I am running this same program in hopes of growing the next generation of youth bowlers
and making sure that they understand the fundamentals and passing on the same message Coach
Mac told me when I was bowling there.
