
Eman wins 600 Club 
Winter Singles Tournament

Jason Eman of Springfield bowled a three-game series of 736 to 
win the NCAUSBCA Youth 600 Club Winter Singles Tournament 
held February 14 at Bowl America Gaithersburg. Eman earned 
$100 in scholarship funds, which will be administered through 
the USBC SMART program.

Andrew Ostenso of Sunderland, Md., bowled a 649 series to 
capture second-place honors and earn a $75 scholarship.

Meanwhile, Malcolm James of Woodbridge bowled a 645 se-
ries for third place to secure a $50 scholarship, and Stanley 
Harris Jr. of Chesapeake Beach, Md., bowled a 643 series and 
achieved a $25 scholarship.

Bowlers with the top five individual series also qualified for 
the Tournament of Champions, which will be held March 28 at 
Bowl America Shirley. These qualifiers are as follows: 1) Eman,

I was about 18 years old, and I 
thought I was God’s gift to bowling.

Gary inflicted upon me the idea that I was not nearly as good as I thought I was, and I needed to 
calm down and learn how to bowl. Knowing that actually allowed me to move my own head out of my 
way and realize that everything you ever do in bowling is always an experience worth remembering—
and also something to learn from.

Since Gary helped me to open up my mind, I have accomplished a lot of goals, the biggest one was 
becoming a member of Junior Team USA.

So just remember: When you actually think you are just that good, there is always something new 
to learn and always a way to improve yourself. Keep your mind open at all times, and you can go far 
in this sport.

As a junior bowler, Mike Marsico won Youth Scratch Invitational titles in 2004 and 2005 and placed second in 2006. Last season, he 
carried the highest individual yearbook average in the association—a 247 for 21 games in the Sunday Sports league at Lord Calvert 
Bowl. The right-hander had additional averages of 235 (27 games), 234 (102), 234 (78), and 233 (102) at that center plus a 215 (93) at 
AMF Capital Plaza. An International Bowling Pro Shops and Instructors Association Certified Technician, he also is a member of the 
Storm Regional Staff and the VISE Amateur Staff.
