Youth Travel Scholarship League
2012-2013 Season
Rule #1 – Certification: 
 The Youth Travel Scholarship League and all its members shall be certified under USBC through the Nation’s Capital Area Association. 
*Although all games will be bowled on sport lane conditions, this league will only be certified under a standard certification. The reason being that in order to certify under sport all hosting centers would need to be sport certified, which currently they are not. This will be looked into for next season.

Rule #2 – Membership: 
This league is open to youth bowlers and is not limited to just the local association boundries. It is recommended that each participating bowling center put together teams to represent their centers. However, bowlers that need a team will be placed on other center teams where bowlers are needed. Participating centers are required to provide their team(s) with collared or mock collared shirts. This league is a mixed league, open to boys and girls with no ratio requirement.

Rule #3 – Management:
This league shall be under the supervision of an adult league supervisor, an adult assistant league supervisor and an adult league official. All other adults are advisors.

The board of directors shall consist of the league supervisor, the assistant league supervisor, the league official and the team captains.
Meetings shall be called with a week’s notice unless a special meeting is called. A quorum of league supervisors/officials and team captains shall be present when a meeting is called.
Rule #4 – Schedule: 
This league will bowl one Sunday a month for seven (7) consecutive months, commencing on November, 18, 2012. (*see schedule below) All scheduled matches will begin promptly at 12:00pm.

This league will bowl two 3 game series (a total of 6 games) at each session. Teams will bowl the first 3 games against another team opponent. Teams will then change lanes and bowl the second 3 game series against a different team opponent.

There will be one (1) position round scheduled on the last match of the last session of the league schedule.

Inclement Weather – The adult league representatives shall give the hosting bowling center and team captains and/or members 2 hours prior notice of any cancellations. Canceled sessions will be rescheduled ASAP.

Rule #5 – League Fees:
The amount to be paid each month by each member shall be $25.00, of which $17.30 will cover the lineage and the remaining $7.70 will go into the league account to be applied toward scholarships at the end of the season. Each team captain shall be responsible for collecting the team’s bowling fees of $75.00 each month and submitting the fees due to the designated league official before the end of the first game. Arrearages of one month will be allowed only with the approval from the league official/supervisor. *Absent bowlers are required to pay the entire $25.00 fee for missed sessions.
All checks are to be payable to: Youth Travel Scholarship League
No checks will be accepted the last month/session of the schedule.
Rule #6 – League Funds:
An In-House account will be set up with Bowl America in the league’s name. The league scholarship funds shall be deposited into this account monthly. Withdrawals from the account shall be made only with the joint signatures of at least two (2) authorized adult representatives of the league.

Rule #7 – Scholarship Awards:
Prior to the start of the 3rd month or sooner, the adult league supervisors/official will determine the prize lists based upon the league membership. To qualify for individual awards, the bowlers must have bowled at least two thirds of the regular scheduled games as a regular rostered member of a team. Substitutes are not eligible for individual awards. Teams and/or individuals can qualify for only one award. When a team and/or individual qualify for an award in each category and the prizes are of equal value, the series prize will be awarded. In all other cases, the prize of the higher value will be awarded. Any fee not recovered will be deducted from the team’s standing money. Any amount over the estimated prize fund will be divided among the teams evenly.
Rule #8 – Averages:
Entering averages will be established for each league member or substitute from their first three (3) game series bowled. Monthly averages will be used for the entire six (6) game session and will determine each bowler’s handicap.

Rule #9 – Handicap:
The handicap allowance shall be 90% and shall be based on the difference between each individuals average and the scratch figure of 220.
The team handicap will be determined by the team members/substitutes handicaps on the team.

Rule #10 – Team Roster:
Each center should submit a list of pre-established teams with team rosters to Bowl America Bull Run or Larry Wallace within a few days prior to the first session. Fax # 703-369-2347
If not pre-submitted – center representatives shall submit a roster of their teams and members to the league officials by the end of the first month of the schedule.

Rosters will be limited to three (3) players. Any roster changes must be reported to the league officials prior to the start of a series. No roster changes will be allowed the last month of the league season.

Rule #11 – Substitutions:
This league does use roving subs, boys may sub for girls and girls may sub for boys. No new subs during the last month of the league schedule. No pacers will be allowed.

Rule #12 – Legal Lineup:
A legal lineup shall consist of at least one (1) team rostered bowler by the completion of the first frame. Subs do not count in establishing a legal lineup.
Rule #13 – Forfeits:
When a game has been declared a forfeit, the team present shall bowl as though the game was actually contested. In order for the team present and bowling to win points, they must bowl within 30 pins of the current team average.

Rule #14 – Absentee Scores:
Absentee scores shall be allowed when a team has a legal lineup but less than a full lineup at the start of any game in a series. The absentee score shall be the absent bowler’s average less ten (10) pins and full handicap. 

Rule #15 – Vacancies:
When a team does not have a full roster, the vacancy score shall be used which is: 150 plus 63 handicap.

Rule #16 – Tardy Bowlers:
A member who arrives late may enter the game in progress provided that five (5) frames have not been completed by the opposing team. Frames missed may be made up. A game may not be delayed waiting for tardy bowlers to arrive. Tardy bowlers must be ready to bowl.

Rule #17 – Standings:
Position standings shall be determined on the basis of games won and lost with one (1) point awarded for each game won and one (1) point for series total. Total pins with handicap will determine ties on position rounds, except if there is a tie for first place.

Rule #18 – Playoffs:
In the event of a tie for first place, a one (1) game roll off will be held and total pins plus handicap will determine the league champion. In the event of a second tie, a complete tenth (10th) frame shall be rolled with one tenth of the handicap of one game given for the extra frame. For all other place ties other than first place, the scholarship monies will be combined and divided equally between the teams that are tied. No new subs are allowed during the championship roll off.
Rule #19 – Withdrawals:
Bowlers must give two (2) weeks written notice to the league officials and pay for one (1) month of league fees if they withdraw from the league prior to the end of the season. 
If a team or individual withdraws from the league without a satisfactory reason or is expelled for sufficient cause, they will forfeit all scholarship monies for which they may have been eligible. The team or individual is also subject to possible suspension of membership.

Rule #20 – New Teams:
A team that enters the competition after the season has already begun shall qualify for all money it wins.
No new teams after the 2nd month of the league schedule. *A new team is required to pay the $7.70 scholarship amount per bowler for all months that have been missed. 

Rule #21 – Protests:
A protest or appeal must be confirmed in writing, given to a league official and shall be filed within 15 days of the series being bowled. If a written protest is not filed within that time, the series stands. Protests resulting from competition on the final day of the schedule shall be filed within 72 hours thereafter. Each protest under this rule must be specific in itself and shall not be constructed to cover previous or similar violations.
Rule #22 – Electronic Devices:
No electronic devices are allowed during league competition. This includes cell phones, audio players, video games, etc. This rule applies to on the lanes and in the setee area. 

Rule #23 – Dress Code:
No jeans, sweats, shorts or t-shirts are allowed. Casual slacks are recommended. Bowlers are required to wear the league shirts that their sponsoring centers have provided. The board of directors must approve any exceptions. 
Unexplained Rules:
The USBC rule book for the current season will govern any rule not covered in these bylaws.
