Tournament Rules 

 

 Qualifying Round will consist of 6 games across 12 lanes, moving after each game.  

 After Qualifying Round, the field will be cut in half (including tied bowlers) and 2 more games will be bowled across 4 

lanes, moving after each game. Pinfall from Qualifying Round is carried over to Elimination Round. 

 After Elimination Round, pinfall will be dropped. In the event there is a tie for the 8th position, a one (1) game roll off 
will be used to determine the bowler advancing to the Match Play round. If a tie remains, a 9th and 10th frame roll off 

will determine position. 

 Top 8 bowlers will bowl in a match play standard bracket where 1 bowls 8, 2 bowls 7, 3 bowls 6, and 4 bowls 5. Then 
1/8 winner bowls 4/5 winner and 2/7 winner bowls 3/6 winner. Final two winners will bowl in championship match.  

 All Match Play matches will be determined by best two (2) out of three (3) games with the winner advancing to the 

next Match Play round. Once two games are lost, bowler will be eliminated and no remaining games will need to be 

bowled for that round.  

 Ties in any Match Play game will be immediately broken with a 9th and 10th frame roll off to determine the winner of 

that game. 

 Top 8 bowlers can consist of all adults or all youth or mix of both. 

 Lanes will be redressed prior to the start of the Match Play round. 

 USBC Tournament Regulations will govern this tournament. 

 Tournament is open to all USBC certified members. 

 Electronic devices such as cell phones, music players, cameras, etc. will not be allowed in the settee area 

or on the lanes. They must remain in the concourse area. 

 All bowlers will wear proper attire: Collared shirts must be worn and must go over the waist band of your 

slacks, skirt or shorts so as to prevent exposure of the midriff. If wearing shorts or skirts they must reach 

mid-thigh or lower. We ask that the bowling shirts not be low cut – No short shorts. The bowling centers 

do not allow hats or headgear worn by bowlers during the tournament. Jeans are acceptable as long as 

they are presentable (no holes). Tournament management will make final determination if attire is 

acceptable. 

 Only tournament officials or Bowl America Staff may make score corrections during the tournament. Please call the 

front desk for assistance if a tournament official is not available. 

 Entry fee will be $70.00 per bowler ($24.50 Linage, $40.50 Prize/Scholarship Fund, $5.00 Expense Fee). Payment can 

be made in cash or credit card ONLY. Bowlers can register by contacting the bowling center at 703-368-6256. All pre-

registrations must reserve a spot with a credit card. **NOTE: Bowlers reserving an entry with a credit card must 

check in by 9:50am or the spot will be forfeited. If a reserved spot cannot be resold by 10am the bowler’s credit card 

will be charged $40.50 and will be placed in the tournament prize fund.** 

 Entries will be limited to 96 entries and walk-ins are allowed if lane space is available. There is no minimum in 

how many youth or adult entries are required. It is first come, first served. 

 

Awards 

 

 Awards are distributed in the form of cash for adults and scholarship for youth bowlers in accordance with SMART 

through SMART Account #9559. Prize/Scholarship money will be returned 100% upon completion of the tournament.
